playing, communicating, and discussing book- and
reading-related issues.

Step -by-step 1. Children can work individually or in small groups.

description 2. Children observe a torn copy of a page or double

spread from a picture.

3. They are told that “Half of this page has been torn
out. Can you complete the missing parts of the image
and the text?”

4. After completing the missing part, each child or group
presents their page.

5. Children discuss and compare.

6. They are encouraged to borrow and read the book
(ideally, multiple copies are made available).
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Notes to reading e Inthe end, children are likely to ask to see the
promotion facilitator complete original page. The teacher shows it, but
avoids communicating to children that “this is the
only correct answer.” Children’s ideas are equally
“correct” and interesting.

Suggested follow-up e Another interesting activity is to copy an entire
actions/ activities picture book, leaving out a page from the beginning,
middle, or end of the book. More pages may be left
out, when working with older children. Children
create the missing page/ pages.
